Patient should not be on any antacid medications or medications that affect 
intestinal motility for at least 48 hours prior to collection. 

Specimen Type: Plasma 

Collection Container/Tube: Lavender top (EDTA) 

Submission Container/Tube: Preservative-free plastic vial 
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Specimen Volume: 10 mL 

Collection Instructions: Draw blood in an EDTA (lavender top) tube(s). Spin down and freeze 
immediately. Send 10 mL of plasma frozen in a preservative-free plastic vial.
